The state Mobile Medical Unit (MMU) is being retired as one cost cutting measure.  The bulk of funded activities is allotted to the regional hospitals, but potential LTC collaboration include an upcoming Fatality Management regional tabletop exercise and possible inclusion of the 51 region SNFs into the SEMN HCC Activation Drills which consist of MNTrac Alert and Bed Update Request, Mission Mode notification, and Teleconference Call initiation.
